MPD Only to Enforce Class C Misdemeanors and Lower

          In response to a rash of recent violent crimes against Georgetown residents, 
Metropolitan Police Department released a statement earlier this week that patrolling 
officers will only be enforcing crimes classified as Class C Misdemeanors and lower 
from Wisconsin Avenue to all points west.   
          The policy change has been hailed by local officials as “ finally focusing all efforts on the real crime in the 
community,”  according to Advisory Neighborhood Council chairman, Doug Chapman.   
          Under the new policy, the intensive and time-consuming enforcement of crimes such as sexual assault, armed 
robbery, and murder will be scrapped in order to free up resources and personnel to crack down on what has been 
noted as the unruly and offensive behavior of many Georgetown University students. 
          “The investigation of crimes of a violent nature is an inherently involved procedure, and we simply cannot 
afford to continue attempting to enforce all these felonies while still concentrating our foremost efforts on 
prosecuting the thugs at Georgetown [University] who continually violate our most fundamental laws,”  said MPD 
Chief of Police, Steve Watson, in a telephone interview. 
          Watson added that many of those crimes still enforced, namely public urination, disorderly conduct, open-
container laws, and theft of folding tables, are among those for which the District of Columbia is most heavily 
criticized in its consistent ranking among the highest crime rates in the nation. 
          Noted Watson, “ It’ s not like we ever catch anyone for that other shit anyway.”
